The class will be offered at the Santa Rosa Junior College Forsyth Hall from 9-10 AM.  For those familiar 

with our programs, it will be in the room adjacent to the Preparatory Orchestra rehearsal and will be 

taught by our Preparatory Orchestra coaches. 

This class is perfect for those who: 

� Study privately and would like more experience playing in an ensemble. 

� Play in an in-school or after-school program and want to receive some additional instruction. 

� Would like to play in our Preparatory Orchestra, but need more experience first. 

 

Classes will be held for 8 weeks from January 21- March 10. 2012 

o LEVEL ONE (less than one year of experience okay) 9:00 am to 9:50 am (high strings), 11:45am 
to 12:35pm (low strings)  

o LEVEL TWO – adults welcome (one year experience required) 9:00am-9:50am (all strings)  
 

Tuition is $150.  A $25 non-refundable deposit is required at the time of application.  The first class will be 

held January 21 and the remainder of the tuition ($125) will be due in full on or before the second
